Dr. Robert Grimshaw, Eificiency
Expert,Compares Our Defense
Bodies with Germany’'s.

WOMEN FOR PREPAREDNESS

National Special Ald Society to
Pledge Its Members to Duty
in the Event of War.

Dr. Robert Grimshaw, who has been !
teaching system and organization at!
New York University, and for twenty :
vears was an efficiency engineer in |
Germany, charged the Nevy League,
the American Legion, and other organi-
zations for military preparedness with
lack of enargzy, In his address yester-
day afternoon at 597 Fifth Avenus, bes
fore the National Speclal Aj)d Seocialy,
of which many prominent women are
members.

Dr. Grimshaw talked chiefly on the
work which would fall to the lot of
women in the event of war, and how
they should prepare for such work, but
he drew a sharp contrast between the
definition of the word ** peparedness,”’
as it is undersiood in this country and
in Germany, ]

“1 Joined the Navy Lecague in this
country several wyeare ago,”” he said.
“* Wheh | was at Hanover, Germany, 1
kept in touch with it with difficulty, be-
cause of the fact that few of its state-
ments or circulars were ever sent to me,
and the only regular wayv in which I
heard from it was in receiving an Invi-
tation to the annual dinner some time
after it had occurred. But during that
time I found that the Navy League in

this country increased to a membership
of about Z,000 Now, during almost the
same vewrs, the German Navy League,
with its aim of eventually defeating the
navy of Great Britain, lnereased to a

membership of 800,000, Practically ev-
ery man of influence belongs to tr. Iis
effect in keeping the peopie interested
in the growth of the bavy and in stim-
ulatinr patriotism was incalculable. At
the samce time there grew up in Gep-
many an orgunization for the same pur-
poses which, if anything, was mote
powerful, and that was the Women's
Auxiliary to the German Navy League,
It raised more money for the navy than:
the men's orpanization.
