ployed some years ago. This was
very clearly laid down after metie-
ulous scientific tests by the re-
cently deceased eminent sanitary
engineer, Dr. Willlam Paul Ger-
hard.

Where steel and iron pipes are
laid side by side, under the same
conditions, the =steel is useless
long before the iron needs re- |
placement. Sometimes where steel
pipes are put in a building where
there are already iron ones, the
steel must be replaced before it
is necessary with the iron.
