projection is used; grll meridiens and all
parallels of latitude being parallel lines,
the former being equidistant and the
latter increasing In distance apart as
they appreach the Poles. Thus parts of
Alaska, about 60 Jdegrees north Iati-
tude, are shown, roughly speaking,
about 214 times too wide and four times
too high. This projection gives Alasksa,
British America and the four Scandj-
navian countries undue importance. Tha
globular projection, viewpoint 1.707°
times the radius from the centre of the
sphere, gives the least distortion.—ROB-
