I bhave been interested, amused and
indignant to see that so many public re-
lief works calling for engineering expe-
rience and ability have been confided to
the direction of non-professionals, espe-
clally at a time when so many compe-
tent professional engineers in the vari-
ocus special works are unemployed.,

Under former administrationas *‘out-
side” professional specialists were often
retained to assist or even superintend
governmental employes: and as a rule
the latter were glad encugh not to have
to expose their perfectly excusable lack
of experience in the lines in question,
by going it alone.

The employment bureau of the wvari-
ous engineering socleties can furnish
competent men to work with, over or
under, political heads of relief works.
